1. Name of Committee:  Command and Control, Communications, Computers and Intelligence, Surveillance and Reconnaissance/Information Operations (C4ISR/IO) Training Oversight Board.

2. OPNAV Sponsor:  CNO N6, Director Space, Information Warfare, Command and Control.

4. Recommended Committee Action:  Establish C4ISR/IO Training Oversight Board.

5. Related Committees:  The Communications, Information Systems, and Networks (CISN) Training Working Group (CTWG) is directly subordinate to the C4ISR/IO Training Oversight Board.  As such, the CTWG shall be empowered to handle the day-to-day oversight functions of CISN Training, making recommendations and reports to the C4ISR/IO Training Oversight Board as required.  These reports shall include CISN Training actions/decisions required.  Other Boards and Committees may be appointed by the Oversight Board to ensure continuity of other segments of C4ISR/IO outside of the CISN arena (i.e., Weapons Systems, Intelligence, Cryptology).

6. Applicable Directives:  CNO Memo 1500 Serial N7/8U637313 of 14 Oct 1998 (attached) is the applicable document directing establishment of this board.

7. Purpose of Committee:  This Oversight Board shall ensure that training is provided to CISN personnel which will enable them to perform the tasks necessary to support the end-to-end capability of exchanging operational, tactical, and support information necessary to conduct naval operations.  This will include training on all associated hardware, software, and associated peripherals, and the architectures of CISN required in support of network-centric warfare.  The fast-paced evolution of C4ISR/IO and proliferating scope of network-centric operations across all facets of the Department of the Navy (DON) requires an equally dynamic and comprehensive strategy of delivering training.  Historically, C4ISR/IO training has been fragmented and ill defined, as it crossed all warfare/community resource sponsor lines, encompassed numerous emergent technological programs, and was constantly a moving target due to technology’s increasingly frequent refresh rate.  This Oversight Board

shall conduct such reviews and allocations/reallocations of resources as may be necessary across Navy commands to meet emergent requirements.

8. Committee Membership:

a. Committee Chairperson:  Jointly Chaired by CNO N1, N6, and N7.

b. OPNAV Members:  Flag level representatives from CNO N2, N4, and N8.

c. Other Committee Members:  Flag level representatives from FLTCINCS, NAVSEA, NAVAIR, SPAWAR, and applicable DASN offices.

9. Frequency of Meetings:  This Oversight Board will convene annually, preferably in conjunction with the Copernicus Requirements Working Group (CRWG) or Flag Officer

C4I Day.

10. Average Duration of Meetings:  Meetings will be scheduled for approximately two hours.
